The plant has no specific
bloom time, but flowers freely and tolerates heavy
shade.
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This is a low-maintenance plant with beautiful
glossy green leaves and the unusual ability to
blossom in medium light. The pure white flower
changes to pale green after 10 days and then remains
lovely for at least another month.
